This document details the 2024/25 offer for imaging and radiography apprenticeship NHSE training grants; To help grow and transform the radiography workforce, NHSE is offering a limited number of training support grants to NHS Trusts of £10,612 (per apprentice) for the following apprenticeship programmes if apprentices start on programme 1 April 2024 and 31 March 2025: 

· Therapeutic Radiographer Degree Apprenticeship, level 6 or level 7 
· Diagnostic Radiographer Degree Apprenticeship level 6 or level 7 
· Sonographer Apprenticeship, level 6
· Assistant Practitioner Apprenticeship, level 5 (contextualized to Radiography)
· Mammography Associate Apprenticeship, level 4
· Business Administrator Apprenticeship, Level 3 (contextualised to cancer care navigator / administrative and clerical cancer support roles)
· Senior Healthcare Support Worker [Diagnostic Imaging Support], Level 3 ADDED 28.6.24
And
· Radiography bridging/top-up courses for existing assistant practitioners

The training grant is being offered to all NHS Trusts within SE Imaging Network geographies. This includes Trusts within Dorset ICS [SE3 Imaging Network] and Milton Keynes University Hospital NHS Foundation Trust [part of SE1 Imaging Network]. 

Deadline for funding applications
· To apply for funding, please complete Imaging Apprenticeships application form 
· The Round 3 application window will open in early October and will close at 10am on Monday 11 November 2024. 
· There is no need to resubmit earlier applications.
· If approved and all requested information received, funding will be paid directly to organisations in the January 2025 NHSE education funding agreement schedule.

Overview 

To support meeting challenges in the radiography workforce and to promote the tangible benefits apprenticeships bring to the NHS, NHS England is proposing to offer training grants in 2023/24 for employers to develop apprenticeships in radiography.

Apprenticeships are work-based training programmes which are designed to help employers train people for specific job roles. At the same time, apprentices get a paying job with valuable training while they work towards a nationally recognised apprenticeship standard or framework. 

Apprenticeships bring several tangible benefits to the NHS and other organisations creating 
skilled, motivated, and qualified employees and, if used properly, can help to address skills 
shortages across the workforce. Apprenticeships are a key way for people to learn on the job, both for new starters to the NHS and for existing members of staff, allowing learners the opportunity to gain a qualification and apply their learning while continuing to earn a salary.  

The NHS Long Term Workforce Plan [LTWF][footnoteRef:2], published in June 2023, notes that the apprenticeship route can support entry into clinical professionals and wider healthcare roles, supporting the NHS to build multidisciplinary teams with the right skills mix for the future, as well as supporting staff to advance in their careers by opening routes into enhanced and advanced practice roles. The overarching aims of the offer is to: 
· Support Trusts in developing the radiography workforce and develop the pipeline of individuals along the career pathway.
· Support existing staff to develop in their roles and along the career pathway (this includes existing radiographer support workers, assistant practitioners, and aspiring radiographers) Grow the number of assistant practitioners and radiographers 
· Increase access to and provide new routes into the radiography through supporting the apprenticeship pathways.

The funding offer

To help grow and transform the radiography workforce, NHSE is offering a limited number of training support grants to NHS Trusts of £10,612 (per apprentice) for the following apprenticeship programmes if apprentices start on programme 1 April 2024 and 31 March 2025: 

· Therapeutic Radiographer Degree Apprenticeship, level 6 or level 7 
· Diagnostic Radiographer Degree Apprenticeship level 6 or level 7 
· Sonographer Apprenticeship, level 6
· Assistant Practitioner Apprenticeship, level 5 (contextualized to Radiography)
· Mammography Associate Apprenticeship, level 4
· Business Administrator Apprenticeship, Level 3 (contextualised to cancer care navigator / administrative and clerical cancer support roles)
· Senior Healthcare Support Worker [Diagnostic Imaging Support], Level 3 
And
· Radiography bridging/top-up courses for existing assistant practitioners)

The breakdown for the apprenticeship training grant will (per apprentice) is a £10,612 training grant managed as a pro-rata payment in the current financial year, with £6,155 being paid in 2024/25 and the remaining £4,457 being paid in 2025/26. This funding model is fixed and is not dependent on when in 2024/25 an apprentice starts on their programme. 

Payments will be made via the NHSE Education Funding Agreement schedule to the employing Trust and will not be made until an apprentice name and further details relating to their programme is provided. The expectation for this funding offer is that all 2024/25 pro-rata payments will be made by the January 2025 scheduled payment to Trusts. If confirmation that your learner has successfully applied to the relevant education provider arrives after the January financial deadline, please still apply.  

If for any reason the apprentice needs to withdraw from or is unable to complete their programme, funding will need to be returned. 

The grant could be used by employers (in addition to the apprenticeship levy) to support and facilitate their members of staff completing a recognised apprenticeship training programme. This may include funding: 
· training and supervision expenses
· clinical supervision/mentorship 
· travel and subsistence expenses.

Please note: Training grants are not intended to cover salary costs of the apprentice which would need to be met by the employer. Course fees are covered by employer access to the apprenticeship levy.

Procurement Information

To support this project NHS England and Salisbury NHS procurement have undertaken a national 
procurement process to identify education providers to deliver the radiography apprenticeships.
This service is managed and owned by Salisbury NHS Foundation Trust and aims to deliver a 
range of support for employers to increase their uptake of Apprenticeships.

There is no requirement for Trusts to use this framework, as some Trusts may have already run 
their own procurement. This framework is designed to enable those who haven’t already procured 
(or who want to contract new providers) to do so with minimum effort. If you wish to use the

To apply for an Imaging Apprenticeship Training Grant please complete the online application form: Imaging Apprenticeships application form

· Deadline All applications must be through this online application form and must be submitted by 10am on Monday 11 November 2024. 

Please note: applications must not be submitted by individual learners themselves; all applications must be submitted on behalf of the named learner eg by a line manager/head of department/education lead etc.

All applications will be reviewed by the NHSE SE Cancer and Diagnostics Programme team [WT&E]. 

Expectations of organisations upon application of funding 

· If approved, all investment will be subject to reporting requirements (outlined below).
· If approved, that all funding is managed appropriately in line with individual organisation’s financial management and assurance processes.
Reporting and monitoring investment

NHSE SE are required to provide full details of the use of this funding to the national NHSE Cancer and Diagnostics programme so that investment can be appropriately reported. Where funding has been used to support an individual, the national Programme team may keep a database of participant details (to include role, Trust, HEI/training provider).

Organisations receiving this funding will be required to provide twice-yearly updates [Oct 2024 and April 2025] relating to the status of each individual learner; guidance and templates will be provided later in the year.

	What is the aim of the funding? 
	The purpose of this funding is to:

	What can’t this funding be used for? 
	· Course fees; course fees are covered by the apprenticeship levy

	
	· Apprentice salary: Training grants are not intended to cover salary costs of the apprentice which would need to be met by the employer. Course fees are covered by employer access to the apprenticeship levy.

	What is the funding period? 
	The funding period is 1 April 2024 – 31 March 2025

	Can this funding be used for courses which don’t finish in 2024/25?

	Yes. A large number of apprenticeship programmes last longer than 12 months. The important date to note is that the learner must have started on programme before 31 March 2025.  

	Is there funding for Year 2 and Year 3 [if applicable]

	No; NHSE training grant is to support the apprentice in their first year on programme. 


	Can the funding be used to support apprentices who have already received funding from NHSE via a 23/24 training grant?

	No, this training grant is to support apprentices who start the first year of their apprenticeship programme between 1 April 2024 and 31 March 2025. 


	Can we use the training grant to support more than one apprentice?

	No, the training grant total unit cost of £10,404 is nationally agreed and for use to support one individual apprentice only.
