This document details the 2026/27 offer for Reporting Radiography expressions of interest. 

The funding offer is designed to continue the increase of radiographers contributing to image interpretation and reporting within clinical imaging teams. 

This funding
· Is available to support existing HCPC registered Diagnostic Radiographers working in a South East NHS organisation.
· Can be used to upskill the reporting radiography workforce specifically to develop capability in image interpretation, and reporting, and integration of their new skills into local service provision.
· Can be used for a Postgraduate Certificate, Postgraduate Diploma, or part of a wider ‘Advanced Practice’ Programme of study, which will already exist within the nationally approved Society and College of Radiographers (ScoR) list.
· Comprises of funding for course fees, clinical supervision grant for education mentorship, coaching and supervision and provision of protected learning spaces, and a training grant to support and enable Trusts to release trainees.
· May be paid pro-rata across two financial years, dependent on the cohort start month.
· Being offered to all NHS Trusts within SE Imaging Network geographies. This includes Trusts within Dorset ICS [SE3 Imaging Network] and Milton Keynes University Hospital NHS Foundation Trust [part of SE1 Imaging Network].

Deadline for funding applications
· The application window will open on the 16 June 2026 and will close at 9am on 17 July 2026.
· Applications will only be accepted via the online application form (link available below).

Please note:
· If approved, funding will be paid directly to employer organisations via the NHSE Education Funding Agreement Schedule. 
· Funding must be spent and fully utilised by 31 March 2027. All chosen courses and education must start by 31 March 2027 also. 
· At this time, we are not in a position to confirm if there will be further funding rounds in 2026/27.
· If you submitted an application in Round 1, you do not need to resubmit it.

	Eligibility


	Who can submit an application?
	We are unable to accept applications from learners or prospective learners themselves. All applications must be submitted on behalf of a named or prospective learner, e.g. by a line manager, education lead, apprenticeship lead etc.

	Can I submit a funding application if I don’t have a confirmed name for my learner or they have yet to be accepted onto an accredited programme?
	Yes, applications can be submitted if details are still to be confirmed. If the application is approved in principle, funding will not be paid to the organisation until these details are confirmed.

	When can I apply for this training grant to support my learner(s)?
	Applications will open on 16 June 2026 and close on 17 July 2026. If funding remains available, further application rounds may be held later in the year. 

We are unable to accept applications outside of application rounds. All applications must be submitted via the online application [link provided below].

	Which professional groups can utilise this funding?
	HCPC registered Radiographers only


	Can this funding be used to support learners in their Year 2 and Year 3 of a programme [if applicable] 
	No, this funding is to support the learner in their first year of programme only. 

	When must the learner have started on their programme?
	Between 1 April 2026 and 31 March 2027

	Can this funding be used for courses which don’t finish in 2026/27?
	Yes. A large number of training programmes last longer than 12 months. The important date to note is that the learner must have started on programme before 31 March 2027.  

	Can I use the funding to support more than one learner?
	No, the training grant is a nationally agreed amount intended to support an individual learner only

	Can I change the name of the funded learner who will be benefitting from the funding once this application has been approved?
	· If the only change to your application is the name of the learner, then you can advise NHSE SE CAD of this change via email. We will close the initial application and set up a new record for your new learner. 

· Where you are changing the learner name AND course title & education provider, you should apply for a new grant in the next application round if funding is available. We will close the initial application. 


	Please can you advise which reporting courses are available?
	Please review the SCoR link to note which reporting courses are available - SCoR approved course list. Please note we are not able to approve applications for courses not on the SCoR list. 

	Funding and financial management


	What do I need consider?
	Before any funding can be formally paid, assurance will be required that the organisation is happy to receive the funding and that this can be fully spent and utilised by 31 March 2027. Please link with your relevant finance lead to discuss and agree this, ideally before an application is submitted

	Has funding been formally confirmed for these training grants?
	Yes funding for 2026/27 has been confirmed; the total unit cost per learner is £29,520

	What is the funding period?
	1 April 2026 and 31 March 2027


	What is the funding available for upskilling?
	A training grant totalling £29,520 per learner.

Depending on the cohort start date, this may be a pro-rata’d payment across two financial years. 

	How will this funding be paid?
	The funding will be paid to the employing organisation of the learner via the NHSE Education Funding Agreement Schedule. 

	Can this funding be used to support ‘overhead’ costs 
	No, in line with other NHSE education payments we are unable to provide funding for any overhead additional costs. This position should not have a negative impact on the salary of the learner or on the quality of the training and supervision they receive.

	Can funding be used next financial year if we cannot spend it this year?
	No, all funding provided by NHSE needs to be managed in the year of issue, no deferral will be agreed.  NHSE is not able to carry forward any commitments into the next financial year and any remaining balances would have to be withdrawn and lost to your organisation.   There are no exceptions allowable and no agreements to defer can be made by anyone representing NHSE. 

	Utilisation of funding


	What is the aim of this funding?


	Funding is available to support existing HCPC registered radiographers and aspiring reporting radiographers working in a South East NHS organisation including Radiography, Mammography and Sonography. 

The aim is for Trusts to upskill their Reporting Radiography workforce specifically to develop capability in image interpretation, and reporting, through the award of a Postgraduate Certificate, or Postgraduate Diploma, and integration of their new skills into local service provision. 

It is intended that this offer will lead to:
· Additional capacity or the release of radiologist time through additional reporting radiographer sessions.
· An increase in the proportion of examinations reported by radiographers and / or
· A reduction in the number of examinations waiting more than 10 days for interpretation and reporting.


	What does the ‘clinical supervision grant’ mean?
	This portion of funding is available for clinical education mentorship, coaching and supervision to enable postgraduate reporting radiographer students in their training. This includes a named Clinical Supervisor, who can be either a Consultant Radiologist or experience Reporting Radiographer. 

	What can the ‘training grant’ be spent on?
	This portion of the funding is available to enable and support the learner’s Trust to release the trainee. It may be used towards the cost of salary or any other costs associated with the trainee successfully completing their training programme.

	What can’t the funding be used for?
	The funding cannot be used for the following:
· Kit & equipment
· Capital expenses
· Supporting Clinical Radiology Resident Doctors in training. 

	Employer requirements of accepting this funding


	Reporting 
	All reporting requirements, including updates against learner status, will be met.

	Financial
	All funding will be managed appropriately in line with individual organisation’s financial management and assurance processes.

	Access to training
	Managers will support their staff to access training and release them to attend 



Overview

NHS England is committed to continuing the increase of radiographers contributing to image interpretation and reporting within clinical imaging teams. Over 170 radiographers have now undertaken approved training to help them progress towards advanced and consultant practice roles in the South East.  We are looking to continue this support for 2026/27 and are writing to invite you to apply.

This offer includes:
· Financial support towards radiographer salary during training. 
· Financial support to cover course fees (up to 60 Masters level credits maximum). 
· Provision of clinical education mentorship, coaching & supervision. 
Working with South East Imaging Networks, NHSE SE is offering employers an opportunity to upskill their Reporting Radiography workforce specifically to develop capability in image interpretation, and reporting, through the award of a Postgraduate Certificate, or Postgraduate Diploma, and integration of their new skills into local service provision. It is expected that Reporting Radiographers will work within the Radiology reporting team.

Several appropriate training courses offering Masters level postgraduate qualifications in either image interpretation and reporting or including this as an option in a wider ‘advanced practice’ programme of study, already exist and are nationally approved by the Society and College of Radiographers (SCoR). The approved courses are accessible at Society and College of Radiographers (ScoR) list.

Interested individuals are advised to secure early agreement with their employer, and provisional course acceptance. In parallel, employers are asked to apply to NHSE SE Cancer & Diagnostics Programme [Workforce, Training and Education] who will review applications and agree funding with the employer and relevant Imaging Network. 

Please note, that applications must not be submitted by individual learners themselves; all applications must be submitted on behalf of the named learner e.g., by a line manager / head of department / education lead etc.

The funding offer

The offer to Trusts for each radiographer comprises:
· £10,032 clinical supervision grant for education mentorship, coaching and supervision, and provision of protected learning spaces (e.g. workstations dedicated for trainee use, academy-style training hubs). Please note, a clinical supervisor can be either a Consultant Radiologist or experienced Reporting Radiographer. 
· £19,488 training grant to support and enable Trusts to release trainees and can be used to fund course fees too. 
· The total package of support offered to each learner is £29,520 
This funding is available as a pro-rata payment dependent upon the start date of the course; we anticipate funding being paid across two financial years [2026/27 and 2027/28]. 

Payments will be made via the NHSE Education Funding Agreement schedule to the employing Trust and will not be made until all details have been received by NHSE SE.  

South East Imaging Academy [SEIA] Reporting Radiography Training & Support Programme

From September 2026, the South East Imaging Academy will be providing a supplementary lecture series to support Plain Film MSK Reporting Radiographers in the region. The series covers trauma, musculoskeletal disease, infection, congenital conditions, and prosthetic complications. 

Successful grant recipients are expected to make their best endeavours to attend these sessions. Trusts are also expected to release staff who are utilising grant funding in order to enable attendance.

Programme dates and times can be accessed via the South East Imaging Academy Learner Management System. 

Eligibility

Participants must: 
· be existing HCPC registered diagnostic radiographers working in an NHS organisation in England, 
· have the support of their local Imaging Service Manager and /or Clinical Director; 
· meet the entry requirements for postgraduate study at the chosen HEI 
· undertake training (and subsequent practice) that addresses an identified service need.

It is vital to continue the increase of radiographers contributing to image interpretation and reporting within clinical imaging teams. Similar to the 2025/26 offer, in order to ensure sustainability of the investment in the learner and department, we will be asking for details of the named clinical supervisor, job title and email address. [Consultant Radiologist or experienced Reporting Radiographer].

We are also interested in finding out where Trusts/departments are with ensuring sustainability and return on investment for Reporting Radiographers, and the application form therefore includes questions relating to protected reporting time in job plans and /or a protected reporting post / vacancy within the Imaging department for the trainee post qualification.


Training courses

Several appropriate training courses offering Masters level postgraduate qualifications in either image interpretation and reporting already exist and are nationally approved by SCoR (Society and College of Radiographers (ScoR) list.). 

Participants will be supported to undertake: 
· Postgraduate Certificate (60 credits) covering reporting in a single clinical domain, e.g. musculoskeletal, chest, CT head etc.
· Postgraduate Diploma ‘top up’ covering additional aspects of reporting if a PgCert is already held by the radiographer.
· An option in a wider ‘advanced practice’ programme of study.

The scheme cannot be used to fund the final (research) stage of an MSc programme.




Course completion

Following completion, the participant will be expected to demonstrate capability in image interpretation and reporting through the award of PgCert or PgDip and integration of their new skills into local service provision. 

Participants should also be able to evidence career progression, for example by re-grading into a specialist / advanced practice role. We are also interested in finding out where Trusts/departments are with ensuring sustainability and return on investment for Reporting Radiographers, and the application form therefore includes questions relating to protected reporting time in job plans and /or a protected reporting post / vacancy within the Imaging department for the trainee post qualification.

Continued clinical and academic progression will be important to support the development of expertise and enable reporting radiographers benefitting from this scheme to fully participate in MDT care, leadership and research roles and achieve professional accreditation as advanced or consultant practitioners.  

How to access this funding

1. Please complete and submit the Reporting Radiography Application Form 
2. The online form will close at 09:00 on 17 July 2026 

Please note, that applications must not be submitted by individual learners themselves; all applications must be submitted on behalf of the named learner e.g., by a line manager / head of department / education lead etc.

All applications will be reviewed by the NHSE SE Cancer and Diagnostics Programme team [Workforce, Training and Education]. 

If for any reason the learner needs to withdraw from or is unable to complete their Programme, funding will need to be returned to NHSE. 

Expectations of organisations upon application of funding 

· If approved, all investment will be subject to reporting requirements (outlined below).
· If approved, that all funding is managed appropriately in line with individual organisation’s financial management and assurance processes.
· If for any reason the learner needs to withdraw from or is unable to complete their programme, funding will need to be returned to NHSE.  
Reporting and monitoring investment

NHSE SE are required to provide full details of the use of this funding to the national NHSE Cancer and Diagnostics programme so that investment can be appropriately reported. Where funding has been used to support an individual, the national Programme team may keep a database of participant details (to include role, Trust, HEI / training provider).

Organisations receiving this funding will be required to provide twice-yearly updates relating to the status of each individual learner, October 2026 and April 2027; guidance and templates will be provided later in the year. 

Further Information

Standard for the education and training of reporting practitioners in musculoskeletal (MSK) plain radiographs

The Royal College of Radiologists (RCR) in collaboration with the College of Radiographers (CoR) in 2022 published the MSK X-ray reporting standards which sets out the education and training requirements for all healthcare professionals who report MSK plain radiographs as part of a clinical imaging service, and to ensure that the training of all reporting practitioners meets the same minimum requirements. NOTE: These standards are due for review in 2026. 

Standard for the education, training, and preceptorship of reporting practitioners in adult chest X-ray

The Royal College of Radiologists (RCR) in collaboration with the Society and College of Radiographers (SCoR) in 2023 published the Adult chest X-ray reporting standards which sets out the education and training required for all members of the multiprofessional team who report CXRs within a clinical imaging service. NOTE: These standards are due for review in 2027.

The document is aimed at reporting practitioners, their trainers, and employers. With a framework to structure learning, guide education and training provision and to support practitioners to deliver safe and sustainable clinical practice.

NHS 10 Year Health Plan: Fit for the Future 

The NHS 10 Year Health Plan for England was published in 2025, identifying 3 shifts in how the NHS will work: from hospital to community (more care will be available on people’s doorsteps and in their homes); from analogue to digital (new technology will free up staff from admin and allow people to manage their own care more easily); and from sickness to prevention (earlier patient access, patients empowered to make healthy choices.) 

The National Cancer Plan for England: delivering world class cancer care

The National Cancer Plan for England was published in 2026, noting the importance of a Cancer workforce equipped with the ‘skills, education, training, motivation, permission, support and equipment to deliver reform’. It highlights the ACCEND framework [Aspirant Cancer Career and Education Development] and its role in shaping career pathways for the cancer workforce and commits to modernizing the cancer workforce and transforming the diagnostics workforce. 


The NHS 10-Year Workforce Plan 

We anticipate the 10-Year Workforce Plan will be published in Spring 2026. Future iterations of this guidance document will include details of the plan once published.
